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Abstract

A list is presented of all records known to the author, both from literature and from
recent collecting, of aculeate wasps and bees from Mallorca. The list comprises 375
species, of which 200 are wasps and 175 are bees. There is an Appendix giving a
list of known records from Ibiza and Menorca. Due to its separation from mainland
Spain for millions of years, Mallorca has seven endemic species or subspecies.
There are a further nine species or subspecies occurring on Mallorca that are
endemic to the Balearic Islands. Three species new to science were discovered in
2010. The only previous published lists for the island are those of Edward Saunders
in 1901 and 1904.

Zusammenfassung

Der Autor bringt hier alle ihm bisher bekannt gewordenen Funddaten aus der Literatur
und den aktuellen Sammelergebnissen der aculeaten Wespen und Bienen Mallorcas.
Diese Liste umfasst 375 Arten, von denen 200 Wespenarten und 175 Bienenarten
aufgefiihrt sind. Weiters wird im Anhang eine Liste der aus Ibiza und Menorca
bekannten Arten angefiigt. Infolge der Trennung vom spanischem Festland, vor
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Millionen Jahren, hat Mallorca sieben endemische Arten oder Unterarten. Weiters sind
neun Arten oder Unterarten von Mallorca endemisch auf den Balearischen Inseln. Drei
fiir die Wissenschaft neue Arten wurden 2010 entdeckt. Die bisher einzigen publizierten
Listen fiir diese Insel wurden von Edward Saunders von 1901 und 1904 publiziert.

Introduction

Mallorca is a relatively large island (approximately 70 km from north to south and
from west to east), with a varied topography of mountains and sand dunes, and with
an interesting and rich endemic aculeate fauna due to its separation from the
mainland many millions of years ago. It became attached to the mainland for a short
period about 5 million years ago, after the Mediterranean had dried up during a very
warm period; it is now about 250 kilometers from the mainland. Except for two
collecting trips made in 1900 and 1901 the island appears to have been largely
neglected by aculeate hymenopterists until very recently. There are only few
published records, which are scattered around in literature and difficult to find. The
only published lists of all species for the island that are known to me are SAUNDERS
1901 and SAUNDERS 1904. GARCIAS FONT 1953, dealt only with the Arta region,
COMPTE SART 1959 listed only Sphecidac and MINGO & COMPTE 1963 dealt only
with Scolioidea.

In the spring of 1900 E.B. Poulton, Hope Professor of Zoology at Oxford
University, O. Thomas and R. Pocock visited Menorca and Mallorca from 24 March
to 15 April and collected at various places; Palma, Valldemossa, Soller, Manacor,
Pollenga, S’ Albufereta, Inca and around Mad in Menorca. All specimens collected
were sent to E. Saunders who identified 48 species (3 ants, 7 wasps, 38 bees (of
which 13 had been recorded in 1900)). He reported his findings, (SAUNDERS 1901)
including descriptions of two new species Lasioglossum soror SAUNDERS 1902 and
Nomada poultoni SAUNDERS 1901, although this latter species is now considered to
be synonymous with Nomada mauritanica LEPELETIER 1841.

In the summer of 1901 E.B. Poulton returned to Mallorca with W. Holland and A.H.
Hamm, both of the Hope Department, Oxford where they collected from 26 June to
12 July in the neighbourhood of Palma, Séller and Pollenga or travelling between
these places. They captured about 3700 aculeate specimens and these were
examined by Saunders who published a list of all species determined by him.
Chrysididae were not included but Formicidae were; the total number of species in
this list was 154 (12 ants, 80 wasps, 62 bees), including five which he considered to
be new species (SAUNDERS 1904). These new species were; Pompilus poultoni,
Mimesa palliditarsis, Halictus dubitabilis, H. hollandi and Lasioglossum nitidulum
hammi (SAUNDERS 1904) (as Halictus hammi).

GARCIAS FONT 1953, collected in the Arta region, in the north-east of Mallorca, in
1933 and had most of his specimens determined by Dusmet (but he did not specify
which specimens; all his records are therefore marked ‘det. ?Dusmet’ in this list).
However because of the problems caused by the Civil War he did not publish his
records until 1953; he cites records of about 80 species.
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COMPTE SART 1959 presented a list of 34 species of Sphecidae from the island but
not all had been collected by him. In 1963 he and Mingo published a list of all the
species of Scolioidea known from the Balearic Islands (MINGO E. & A. COMPTE
1963). S. Erlandsson spent 20 years collecting in the southern European countries
bordering the Mediterranean; he visited the Balearic Islands in 1959, 1966 and
1969. In 1972, and subsequently, he published a list of all his records, including a
number from Mallorca (ERLANDSSON 1972). H. Hohman spent several weeks on
five annual trips to Ibiza between 1969 and 1979 and published a list of his records
of the aculeate hymenoptera of that island but only gave the dates but not the years
(HOHMANN 1984).

A hundred years after Saunders’ lists I visited the island for a few days in
September 2002, 2003 and 2008 when I collected mainly around Deia, Pollenga,
S’Albufera, Felanitx and Ses Salines near Campos; I returned again in May and
September 2012. Dr. A. Traveset is a research professor at the Spanish Research
Council and has been working for some years at the Mediterranean Institute of
Advanced Studies (IMEDEA) which is a joint partnership between the Spanish
Research Council and the University of the Balearic Islands. She is head of the
Terrestial Ecology Laboratory and her students have been collecting aculeates for
study from various sites, mainly around S’Albufera but also at Puig Major (1200-
1400m) near Escorca and sand dunes at Cala Mesquida near Capdepera, a prolific
site for rarities. The principal student collectors have been R. Castro, C. Tur, X.
Rotllan and B. Padron, as well as Dr. Traveset herself. The British naturalist N.J.
Riddiford works with voluntary international students based in the Parc Natural de
S’ Albufera with the organisation Project S’ Albufera (TAIB). Studies of aculeates by
TAIB have been assisted by other British naturalists; D. Gibbs, M. Jenner and N.
Owens. They have concentrated mainly on the area of Son Bosc, near Albufera,
which is threatened with the building of yet another golf course. All material
collected by these students and the English helpers, consisting of about 1200
specimens, has been sent to me for determination; specimens that I have been unable
to identify have been sent to the various specialists mentioned below in
Acknowledgements. Two other important recent collectors are J. Burn, from
England, who found many new species of smaller wasps and G. Reder, from
Germany, who discovered two chrysidid wasps new to science on a wall at Alcudia
in 2010. A new species of Dufourea was also found in 2010 but it has not yet been
described.

The total number of species of bees and wasps in this present list is about 374,
comprising about 200 wasps and 174 bees. The few Ibiza and Menorca records are
included in the Appendix; the Ibiza list comprises 48 wasp species and 77 bee
species; the Menorca list comprises 20 wasp species and 13 bee species. Most of
these species are likely to be found in Mallorca also. Formicidae are not included in
the lists, as there are no recent records available.

I hope that other collectors who have visited the island will contact me with details
of their records of other species so that a check-list of bees and wasps can be
published in due course. If any readers have unidentified specimens from Mallorca I
am very willing to have them identified. I also hope that this list will encourage
other hymenopterists to visit the island.
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Endemics

Due to its separation from the mainland of Spain for millions of years Mallorca has
a considerable number of endemic species and subspecies; some are endemic to
Mallorca and others are endemic to the Balearic Islands. PONS & PALMER 1996
gives a list of 20 Balearic endemics but some of these species have now been found
on the mainland and others are now considered to be synonymous with other species
or subspecies.

There appear to be seven species or subspecies that have been found only on
Mallorca;

Philoctetes friesei (MOCSARY 1889). Refound at Puig Major in 2011.

Omalus chlorosomus mallorcanus LINSENMAIER 1959. Discovered in 1954, refound
Ca’n Picafort in 1984.

Chrysis alcudiae REDER & ARENS 2012. Discovered new to science near Alcudia in
2010.

Miscophus absconditus ANDRADE 1960. Refound near Alcudia in 2010.
Miscophus belveriensis ANDRADE 1960. Refound at S’ Albufera in 2012.

Two new species have very recently been discovered but their descriptions have not
yet been published:

Hedychridium balearicum nov.sp.. Discovered at Bunyola, Soller and Alcudia in 2010.
Dufourea balearica nov.sp. Discovered at Cala Mesquida in 2009.

There are also nine species or subspecies occurring on Mallorca that are endemic to
the Balearic Islands;

Arachnospila poultoni SAUNDERS 1904. Found on Mallorca and Ibiza.

Anospilus balearicus HAUPT 1936. Mallorca and Ibiza.

Ancistrocerus ebusianus LICHTENSTEIN 1884. Mallorca (Cabrera Island) and Ibiza.
Andrena poupillieri incana WARNCKE 1975. Mallorca and Ibiza.

Halictus microcardia PEREZ 1895. Mallorca and Ibiza.

Halictus (Vestitohalictus) balearicus PEREZ 1903. Mallorca, Ibiza and Formentera.
Lasioglossum nitidulum hammi SAUNDERS 1904. Mallorca and Ibiza.

Megachile (Chalicodoma) sicula balearica TKALCU 1977. Mallorca, Menorca and
Ibiza.

Eucera numida balearica TKALCU 1977. Mallorca, Menorca and Ibiza.
The last two species are not treated as subspecies by some authorities.

Osmia balearica and Anthophora balearica, both of which occur on Mallorca, are
not Balearic endemics as they also occur on the mainland.

Dufourea similis, a mainly North African species, is found in Europe only on
Mallorca and Formentera.

Hoplitis insularis, another mainly North African species, is found in Europe only on
Mallorca and Sardinia.
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The List

Families and genera of bees are listed in the order given in MICHENER 2007;
subgenera are generally not mentioned except where a subgenus is or has been
considered to be a valid genus by some authors. Species are listed alphabetically
within each genus; subspecies names are only included where the subspecies is
relevant to Mallorca or to the Balearic Islands.

Below the name of each species of bee I have added a very brief note of its main
Palaearctic distribution so that readers may be aware of the very restricted range of
some of the Mallorcan species. Most of these distribution notes have been extracted
from "Discover Life". I have been unable to give such distribution notes for any
(except a few) species of wasps due to my lack of knowledge of their distribution.
